This term also saw our trampoline
coming back into action after a term
out of service, allowing our students to
enjoy some sensory integrafion while
calming their overactive muscles.
Music Therapy and Open Orchestra
sessions have allowed everyone to be
heard via jamming sessions using
various music making devices and
instruments.
