Dear Parents and Carers,

Very importantly, at this time of year there
are a number of illnesses doing the rounds.
This year is no exception and there are some
pretty nasty bugs about. A such, please
follow the guidance below to keep
everyone safe this winter:

e If your child has a temperature, they
should stay away from school until the
temperature has returned to normal. A
high temperature is 38C or above.

e If your child is not well enough to be in
school, they should remain at home.
This can be difficult for parents, which
we fully understand. But the impact of
illness spreading through a class can
result in that class being closed for
longer, which will have a longer impact
on everyone.

e If your child has been sick or had
diarrhoeaq, they should stay at home for
at least 48 hours from when they last
had a bout of either sickness or
diarrhoea.
